The City of Alma (the “Developer™), owner of the real estate in

the City of Alma, Buffalo County, Wisconsin, which has been PARCL EENTICATONNOGERTN)
platted as the Plat of Shawnee Estates (the “Plat™), hereby

declares that all lots shall be subject to the following restrictions,

covenants. and conditions:

ARTICLE 1. ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL

The Architectural Control Committee (the “Committee™) shall be responsible for controlling and
enforcing this declaration.

1.1 DEVELOPER CONTROL Until such time as the Developer ceases to have title to any
lot in the Plat, the Developer shall be deemed the “Committee™ for all purposes as that term is
used in this Declaration and have sole authority to control and enforce this Declaration.

1.2 COoMMITTEE CONTROL When Developer no longer has title to any lot that is subject
to this Declaration, the Committee shall be comprised of three Owners elected by the majority of
owners. Each lot shall have one vote for this purpose. The election of said Committee shall be
held annually on the second Monday in January at a site elected by the prior Committee.
Vacancies created between elections shall be filled by the remaining members of the Committee.

1.3 PROCEDURES FOR APPROVAL

(a)  An Owner desiring to make an improvement must submit plans, specifications and
a site plan showing the general plan of work.

(b)  The Committee may approve, disapprove or approve subject to stated conditions.
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(c) In the event Committee shall fail to act within thirty (30) days of submission of
plans and specifications, then approval shall be deemed granted.

(d)  Owner must make all improvements in conformity with approved plans and
specifications. Any changes or deviation from any such plans or specifications that would affect
the exterior appearance of any building, structure or improvement must be submitted for further
approval.

1.4 LiABILITY OF COMMITTEE  Neither the Developer nor the Committee shall be
responsible for obtaining any approvals required by the ordinances of the City of Alma, Buffalo
County or any other governmental bodies, nor shall the Developer or the Committee be
responsible in any way for compliance with applicable building codes. No action by the
Developer or the Committee shall be deemed to be a representation that the plans or
specifications are structurally sound or shall meet applicable codes. Neither the Developer nor the
Committee shall be liable for any loss suffered on the basis of approval or disapproval of plans and
specifications.

ARTICLE2. ARCHITECTURAL AND OTHER LOT RESTRICTIONS AND PROHIBITIONS
2.1 RESTRICTIONS. PROHIBITIONS AND CONDITIONS

(a)  No dwelling, fence, wall, swimming pool, patio, deck, antennas, satellite dishes,
above or below ground tanks, or any other similar lot improvement shall be erected without

written approval of the Committee. The Committee shall also review specifications of site plans,
such as harmony or exterior design, including size, colors, and location with respect to

topography.

(b)  No alteration in the exterior appearance of any then-existing buildings, including,
without limitation, exterior remodeling and the construction of patios, decks and swimming pools,
shall be allowed without the prior written approval of the Committee.

2.2 STANDARDS

(a) The elevation of the lot shall not be changed so as to materially affect the surface
elevation or grade of the surrounding lots.

(b)  Lots within the Plat shall be used only for single family residential purposes.
(¢)  Minimum Square Footage

(1)  No single story dwelling shall have less than 1,675 square feet on the main
level. (An attached garage counts in the square footage; detached garages do not).

(2)  No two or two and one-half story dwelling shall have less than 1,900
square feet, with a minimum of 1,200 square feet on the main level. (An attached garage counts
in the square footage; detached garages do not).

(3)  No raised ranch, bi-level building shall have less than 1,675 square feet on
the main levels. (An attached garage counts in the square footage: detached garages do not).

(4)  No tri-level building shall have less than 1,300 square feel on the main
levels with total size not less than 1,675 square feet. (An attached garage counts in the square
footage; detached garages do not).

(5)  For the purpose of determining square footage, stair openings and attached
garages shall be included; open or screened porches and basements shall not be included.

(d)  Garages All single family residential dwellings must have an attached garage
or garages under the house and such garage must contain not less than two (2) and no more than
four (4) stalls.

(¢)  Outbuildings and Accessory Structures One (1) single-story outbuilding may
be constructed provided it does not exceed 1,080 square feet in size, with minimum width of
thirty feet (30) and minimum length of thirty six feet (36"), and with a maximum of 14 foot roof
height. The pitch of the roof on the outbuilding or other accessory structure must match the pitch
and style of the roof on the principal residence unless otherwise approved by the Committee. The
exterior facade and roof must be constructed with the same architectural style and quality of the
house. This building must be set back a minimum twenty (20) feet from the front of the house. If
an outbuilding has been constructed, no other types of accessory buildings may exist. Maximum
sidewall height and door heights for outbuildings and accessory structures shall not exceed ten
feet (10").

(f) No unfinished plywood siding shall be allowed.
(g2)  All chimneys and flues shall be fully enclosed.

(h) All structures must be setback a minimum of twenty-five (25) feet from the front
lot line, fifteen (15) feet from the side lot lines, and twenty-five (25) feet from the back lot line.

(1) All driveways must be paved, concrete, or constructed with suitable brick pavers
within two (2) years of completion of the home/dwelling or within one year from the completion
of the paving of the city street, whichever is the lesser amount of time..

() Clothes poles and lines must be located in the rear yard.

(k) All yards must have a cover crop to keep areas free from noxious weeds.
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neighboring lots.

(q) A single family structure may be used for a professional or business office when
such office is incidental to a principal use as a single family residence, less than three hundred
(300) gross square feet in area used, the business is conducted without an identification sign or
label displayed on the premises, and without any outside employees.

(r) No trailer, basement, tent, shack, garage, barn or outbuilding, or any part thereof,
erected in said plat, shall at any time be used as a residence, temporarily or permanently, nor shall
any residence of a temporary character be used as a dwelling.

(s) No building previously erected elsewhere shall be moved upon any lot in said plat.
excepting new prefabricated construction which has been approved by the Developer.

(1) Parking of commercial and service vehicles owned by or operated by residents of
the home shall be prohibited unless such vehicles are kept in the garage. Boats, travel trailers,
mobile homes. campers and other recreational vehicles shall not be parked on the street, not shall
they be parked on the lot closer to the street than the average distance from the front of the house
to the street unless kept in the garage. This shall not prohibit the temporary parking of such
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vehicies for the purpose of loading or unloading.

(u)  Livestock. No animals except domestic pets shall be kept on any lot in this
subdivision.

(v)  Owners are aware there is a gun range at a Sportsman Club located nearby.
ARTICLE 3. GENERAL PROVISIONS

3.1  TERMINATION AND AMENDMENT  This Declaration shall run with the land and be
binding upon all of the Owners of the lots for a period of twenty (20) years from the date this
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
